Leaving aside Professor Shapira's 
political opinions, the fact is that her review is loaded with a heap of misquotation and 
misleading paraphrases.  Her disregard of the civilities of discussion is jarring. 
     If [Mr Green] has not read my book, how can he judge whether the Shapira review is

the Likud, while not derogatory, is a sign either of political illiteracy or deliberate 
tendentious obfuscation.
